Youth 6 through 12 
 Ages 6 through 12 are allowed on the 

course at any Ɵme, accompanied by an 
adult, who accepts full responsibility for 
their safety, behavior, and ensure they  

         are not disturbing or slowing the play of  
         others. 

 
Youth 13 and Over 
 Ages 13 and over may golf at any Ɵme  
         without supervision. 
 
You MUST be 16 years of age or older to drive a 
golf cart. 
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Course Etiquette 
 All Golfers must register in the clubhouse & retain re-

ceipt. 
 Keep pace with group ahead. 
 Shirts and shoes required. 
 Each player must have a set of clubs. 
 Replace divots and repair ball marks. 
 Keep all pull carts and riding carts at least 40 feet away 

from greens and tees.

JUNIOR GOLF LEAGUE 
We are happy to bring back the Junior golf pro-
gram to the Veteran’s Public Golf Course.     Clas-
ses will meet Wednesdays and run from June 10 - 
August 5 (no golfing July 1) , eight sessions.  
Classes will consist of 30 minutes of golf instruc-
tion, golf course etiquette and rules of the game.  
Jr Golfers will then partake in actual course play.  
Session meets from 11:00-1:00 pm for ages 11-14. 
Cost is $110. 

GROUP RESERVATIONS 
The Veteran’s Public Golf Course accepts group 
reservations.  Volume discounts are available as 
well as catering services.  Private parties wel-
come. Groups of 12 persons or more are allowed 
to reserve carts for their group outing. 

GOLF COURSE NOTES 
 Riding carts are limited, so there is no half cart 

rentals available.  Carts are on a first come first 
served basis (except for large groups). Must be 
16 years old to drive a cart.  

 In case of extreme weather, rainchecks will be 
given if you have not completed at least half of 
the holes. 

 Slow play can happen, however, allow faster 
golfers to play through when this occurs. 

 Outside food and beverages are not allowed to 
be brought onto the course You may ask for a 
soft sided cooler to check out  from the club-
house to keep your  purchased concession 
items cool. 

 Three Round Punch cards can not be used for 
league play. 

 Youth 6-12 years of age must golf with an adult. 
 All golfers must check in before they golf, in-

cluding league golfers.
